1. Justification

The Faculty of Social Sciences and Humanities, Mahidol University, Thailand and the
Department of Behavioral Sciences, De La Sallc University, the Philippines will jointly
organize the 3™ International Conference with the theme “Social and health Incquity and
Globalization: The ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) Perspective”. The expected
beneficial outcomes of the conference are:

1. Dissemination of knowledge regarding the impact of globalization on the ASEAN
region. This conference will address the knowledge gap rcgarding the rapid rate of
globalization and its impacts on ASEAN societies. While the general integration of ASEAN is
cxpected to bring about regional prosperity, the question of whether globalization will reduce
inequity is not known due o the extreme social and cultural differences of countrics within the
AEC. This conference will address such issues and create a pool of knowledge from which
inequities in the social and health arenas in the region may be addresscd.

2. Inequity is a very important issue within the region. In the past, development has
emphasized growth in terms of GDP, literacy rate or health status. However, mal-distdbution
of wealth, power and resources (within and among the countries in the region as well as among
thc regions of the world) has happened primarily in countries with high growth rates. A
consequence ot this has been social and political unrest or unsustainable growth. This
conference will address issues pertaining to the equitable distribution of wealth.

3. Present paradigms regarding globalization have been Western-centric. This
conference provides a platform for the exchange of knowledge and the development of
networks among ASEAN scholars to develop Asian and ASEAN perspectives and paradigms
on globalization.

4. Mahidol University envisions itself to live up to its name to be The Wisdom Of The
Land, and De La Salle University positions itself as the leading learner-centred research
university in the region. As such, both institutions realize the importance of going beyond
present boundaries and bridging knowledge gaps through the encouragement of scholarly
cfforts and the creation of a community of scholars within the AEC. This conference offers
scholars this opportunity via the inclusion of more participants from fellow AEC countres 10
offer their insight into regional inequities in the social and health-related spheres.
